Police Report

· Distribution of bogus Air Ambulance charity bags – there have been others, check bags carefully and read small print

Roads and Footpaths
Cllr Crookes reported that a work schedule was being prepared for the repair of roads which would be patched initially prior to a more permanent solution.

Planning Applications

There was now a link on the FRA website to CCC Planning Department where planning applications can be accessed.
Planning permission for a hot food takeaway for the vacant shop at the junction of Green Lane and Daleway Road had been granted 2 years ago.

Any Other Business

Recommended Trades People

Following Angela Fryer’s suggestion it was agreed to include a section on the website where residents could recommend trades people who had given good service.
Low Water Pressure
Certain areas within Finham have been experiencing low water pressure which can affect combi boilers.  If there is insufficient water flow the safety mechanism may activate resulting in loss of hot water especially if more than one outlet is in use ie shower/tap.  Severn Trent Water has stated that water has been imported into this area from the East Midlands since 2006.
Speed Humps/Pads
A suggestion was made that the speed pads at various road junctions in the area be removed as they are a danger to cyclists and bus users.

Coventry Federation of Residents Associations
Bob Fryer proposed the setting up of an umbrella organization to encompass all the local residents associations, possibly called the Coventry Federation of Residents Associations which would enable groups to unite and support each other on common interests.
